Raleigh-Durham Airport Authority
Policy on Commercial Filming and Photography 

Purpose 
Airports have become increasingly popular locations for filming to support print and digital advertisements, still photography, video commercials, television series and feature-length films.  This policy sets forth guidelines for access to the property and facilities operated by the Raleigh-Durham Airport Authority for the purpose of              on-location commercial filming.  Commercial photography refers to all photography and videography activities with the exception of those of the public the news media.


Objectives

1. To ensure that the Authority retains the right to approve or deny any request for on-location filming involving Authority-operated property or facilities.
2. To ensure that the day-to-day operations of all Raleigh-Durham International Airport (RDU) tenants are not affected or disrupted by on-location filming.

3.  To ensure that all direct costs for services rendered by the Authority in conjunction with the filming are recovered. 

4. To ensure that appropriate location fees are established for the use of Authority property and facilities. 
5. To ensure that the Authority is provided with appropriate liability insurance by the filming company.
6. To ensure that filming will not damage airport property; and, in the event there is damage, that the production company will be held responsible for all repairs. 


7. To ensure that all civil aviation security requirements applicable to RDU are met.


8. To ensure the safety and security of all airport users. 

9. To ensure that RDU customers are not inconvenienced or delayed as a result of filming.

10. To provide the filming industry with centralized and efficient procedures for obtaining Authority approval for filming at RDU.
Application
All parties wishing to conduct commercial filming on RDU property must obtain approval from the Marketing Communications Department of the Raleigh-Durham Airport Authority, P.O. Box 80001, RDU Airport, N.C. 27623; Telephone: 919-840-7706; or via facsimile at 919-840-0175.
All requests for filming should be made to the Marketing Communications Department at least ten (10) business days prior to the commencement of filming. Filming involving five or more persons must be coordinated at least fifteen (15) business days prior to commencement of the filming. All requests will be reviewed by the Marketing Communications Manager and coordinated with appropriate administrative and operations personnel. 

Film companies should contact the Authority’s Marketing Communications Department at 919-840-7706 prior to submitting an application to determine if the desired locations, dates, times and types of scenes to be filmed can be accommodated.  A draft script or story board outlining the scenes to be filmed also is required during the initial discussions. Arrangements can be made for a site tour at this time to discuss the specifics of the filming activity.  
The Authority will endeavor to respond to all requests within two (2) business days. 

The Authority, in its sole discretion, will determine if the request can be accommodated. Any activity that interferes with or negatively impacts normal activity in the terminal or general airport operations will not be approved. Restrictions will be identified at the time the request is approved. However, the Authority reserves the right to modify such restrictions on the day of filming should circumstances warrant.  
To obtain final approval for filming, an application must be submitted to the Marketing Communications Department a minimum of five (5) business days prior to the commencement of filming.  All applications must be accompanied by a non-refundable processing fee of $200.  A final script or story board outlining the scenes to be filmed must be attached to the application.
The Authority reserves the right to deny permission for filming on its property for any reason.
Insurance

The Authority requires proof of adequate insurance before a filming permit will be issued. The required insurance coverage and minimum limits are: Commercial General Liability - bodily injury/property damage (airport premises)  - $1,000,000.  The applicant must furnish proof of naming the Raleigh-Durham Airport Authority as an additional insured on their liability policy when submitting a filming application to the Marketing Communications Department. 
Damage Deposit

A clean-up and damage deposit of $1,000 (for filming activity involving any alteration to the site; i.e., furniture changes, props, etc. or as otherwise deemed necessary by Authority staff), must be submitted to the Marketing Communications Department along with  proof of insurance. The deposit is to be by check made payable to “Raleigh-Durham Airport Authority.”  Deposits will be returned to the film company upon completion of filming after inspection of the film site by the airport liaison provided no damage has occurred. 
Repairs, clean up or restoration will be the responsibility of the film company. Repairs, clean up or restoration not undertaken by the film company will be provided by the Authority, the cost of which, along with overhead and administrative costs, will be deducted from the damage deposit. Damages incurred that are not covered by the deposit will be repaired at the film company’s expense.

*Some activities may require one or more dedicated Authority staff or assistance from an airport tenant. The Authority, in its sole discretion, will determine what support staff, if any, is required. If the activity requires that staff of an airport tenant be present, a separate staffing fee may be charged by the tenant.
